and priorities

b. conduct user testing of the application prior to releases

● Identify integration points for ArchivesSpace with other systems

● Provide ongoing updates to the technical documentation

● Provide guidance to users on migration pathways

● Provide overall technical guidance and liaise with the Core Committers group

as needed
