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What is a “retroactive” accession
record?

Accession - n. ~ 1. Materials physically and legally transferred to a repository as a unit at a single time;
an acquisition.

- v. ~ 2. To take legal and physical custody of a group of records or other materials and to formally
document their receipt. - 3. To document the transfer of records or materials in a register, database, or
other log of the repository's holdings.

Notes:

'‘Accession’ should be distinguished from "acquisition’. As nouns, they are synonymous. However, the verb
‘accession’ goes far beyond the sense of ‘acquire’, connoting the initial steps of processing by establishing
rudimentary physical and intellectual control over the materials by entering brief information about
those materials in a register, database, or other log of the repository's holdings.
