Current Steps for Updating Collection Level ASpace Record

In ASpace

e Add Resource Type from drop-down
e Take period out from date statement
e Make sure the date type is correct, add years under type
e (Check extent
e Remove type of boxes from container summary, put in parenthesis
e Take out “Guide to the” from Finding Aid title
e Remove Finding Aid author
e Check agents against LCNAF — edit if needed
e Check subjects, adding or editing as needed
o Putin alphabetical order by subject, then genre/form (as it would appear on OAC)
e Basic note checks — check Abstract, Languages, Scope and Contents to make sure they’re
accurate enough — add them if needed.
e (Change Access note to:
o This collection is unprocessed. Please contact Special Collections & University
Archives regarding the availability of materials for research use.
e Check Conditions governing use note:
o Replace “Head of Special Collections™ with “Director of Distinctive Collections™
where it appears
e Check Preferred Citation:

EAD modification/validation using <oXyagen/> XML Editor

The following steps should be taken on all ArchivesSpace generated EAD files
before they are uploaded to the Online Archive of California (OAC).

1. Remove <num= tag in <titleproper=

2. Add the date after <author> in <titlestmt>
(ex. <author=Finding aid prepared by Eric Milenkiewicz and Noah Geraci.
2017.</author=)

3. Replace the included <publicationstmt= with:

Requirement

Check agents against LCNAF — edit if needed.

Process

e Python script to export all agent names to CSV file.
e Use OpenRefine to reconcile names with LCNAF.

e Python script to read reconciled CSV and update ArchivesSpace

agents (put URI in “Authority ID” field).




ools

e Python: familiar, an abundance of examples,
libraries for xml (Ixml) and MARC (pymarc)

e XSLT: handles XML structure well, utilize existing
stylesheets for EAD, can be called from Python

e MarcEdit: used as adjunct tool for MARC
conversion and validation in initial cleanup

Ongoing automation: needs

e Maintainable at the librarianlevel in a
large academic library

e Usable across levels of technical
interest and experience



Why a command-line tool?

e “Small pieces, loosely joined”
o (simplicity, flexibility, maintainability)
e Manageable project for novice developer

e Worried about usability, but archives
colleagues were game!



OaC-pProcess

oac-process takes one or more EAD files exported with ArchivesSpace defaults and tidies them up according to local
guidelines. It validates the EAD to alert to any errors or issues. The resulting file is an EAD file ready for upload to OAC.

Its default behavior also moves the files to standard locations on the UCR Library shared drive.
Example:
cac-process UA.398_ 28188424 193147 UTC__ ead.xml

Output:

EAD validated
ua398.xml processing completed
