ArchivesSnake: What?

ArchivesSnake is a Python client library for the ASpace API.

Goals:

e Make it easier to use the ASpace API
e Reduce duplication of effort in the ASpace community
e Capture a body of examples and knowledge on the API



ASnake Install (Python 3.4+)

pip3 1nstall ArchivesSnake
